Public Hearing Procedure
· All Public Hearings will be held at the place designated in the public notice, unless otherwise designated at the scheduled meeting location.

· The public notice will be distributed to the affected taxing jurisdictions, Newsday and/or the Long Island Business News and posted in two locations including the Agency’s Offices and the outside bulletin board attached to the Town Hall Pavilion.

· The day of the public hearing a representative of the Company will be on hand to make a brief presentation/statement of the project.
· All attendees will sign in for the public hearing.
· The day of the public hearing, anyone who wishes to speak will be asked on the sign in sheet to check the line designated to speak.

· Each speaker will be called in the order of their sign in and be given three (3) minutes to address the hearing officer of their position for or against the project.
· Once a speaker has concluded their comments, they will be directed to step away from the microphone to allow additional speakers to have their views heard.

· All speakers should be afforded the courtesy of professional, considerate behavior from the audience when they are speaking.  This will also allow the court stenographer to capture all the testimony being offered.

· Testimony offered at the Public Hearing should be relevant to the Project in question.

· The Agency will accept submissions by residents who would like to submit comments in writing prior to the final vote of the board.  Those submissions must be made 72 hours in advance of the meeting, if practical, where final approval is to be voted upon.
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
