The meeting was called to order at 9:05 a.m.  The Chairman declared a quorum was present.

Richner Communications, 2 Endo Boulevard LLC:  Dan Deegan, Esq. (Forchelli, Curto, Deegan) and Stuart Richner made a presentation to the Board regarding a new project involving the renovation and equipping of the existing 77,000 square foot building on 1.85 acres, located at 2 Endo Boulevard LLC, 2 Endo Boulevard, Garden City.  The company is seeking a 5 year PILOT Agreement extension, Sales Tax Exemption and Mortgage Recording Tax Exemption. Ted Sasso made a motion to adopt an Authorizing Resolution for a Sales Tax Exemption, Mortgage Recording Tax Exemption and an Extension of the Lease Agreement. This motion was seconded by Ari Brown.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  Authorization for an Amended and Restated PILOT for this project will appear on the July meeting agenda.
Wood Partners:  David Leno, Esq. (Rivkin Radler) and his client Rashid Walker of Wood Partners made a presentation to the Board on the proposed project to be located at 257 Main Street in the Village of Hempstead.  Wood Partners is proposing the development of a 156-unit market-rate apartment community with a mixture of studio, one bedroom and two bedroom apartments, ten percent of which will be “Attainable Housing”.  The ground level will also contain some retail space.  Wood Partners is seeking a 20 year PILOT Agreement, Sales Tax Exemption and Mortgage Recording Tax Exemption.  Jonathan Kohan made a motion to adopt a Preliminary Inducement Resolution for this project subject to site plan approval.  This motion was seconded by Luis Figueroa.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

1051 Franklin Avenue LLC:  This proposed project consists of the renovation of the currently vacant building located at 1051 Franklin Avenue, Garden City.  The owner plans to occupy the third floor and lease space to fledgling businesses on the other floors. The company is seeking a 15-year PILOT Agreement, Sales Tax Exemption and Mortgage Recording Tax Exemption.  Zoning approval to expand parking spots to be part of footprint is pending with the Village of Hempstead.  Ari Brown made a motion to induce this project.  This motion was seconded by Jonathan Kohan.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
Avalon Bay Communities of Rockville Centre II:  Ted Sasso made a motion to approve an Amended Authorizing Resolution for this project to correct an error regarding the Sales Tax Exemption.  This motion was seconded by Flo Girardi.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

Executive Director’s Report:  Fred Parola updated the Board on the status of both active and inactive projects.

Compliance Review 2015 and Consideration of Employment Shortfall for Hebrew Academy:  
Hebrew Academy did not attend the meeting.  At the suggestion of counsel, Ted Sasso made a motion send a letter to Hebrew Academy of the Five Towns and Rockaway that if they do not appear before the Board as requested and explain their employment shortfall at the July meeting, they will be considered in default and benefits will be terminated.  This motion was seconded by Flo Girardi.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
International Shoppes (500 Rock LLC and International Valley Stream Holdings LLC projects):  At the suggestion of counsel, Ted Sasso made a motion send a letter to Michael Halpern of International Shoppes that if the company does not provide the Agency with the information requested regarding the status of the buildings and employment for both the 500 Rock LLC and Valley Stream Holdings LLC projects by the July meeting, that they will be considered in default and benefits will be terminated.  This motion was seconded by Ann DeMichael.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
New Application Form:  Edie Longo reviewed the changes reflected in the new IDA Application, as well as the new procedures for the application process, including the new project criteria guidelines.  Ted Sasso made a motion to adopt the new IDA Application.  This motion was seconded by Ann DeMichael.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

Carpet Cleaning:  Jonathan Kohan made a motion to adopt a Resolution to pay R & R Cleaning Services to have the IDA office carpet cleaned.  This motion was seconded by Ari Brown.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

Circulo de la Hispanidad:  This item was tabled.
Shor Yoshuv:  This item was tabled.
