NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that a public hearing pursuant to Title 1 of Article 18-A of the New York State General Municipal Law will be held by the Town of Hempstead Industrial Development Agency (the “Agency”) on the 14th day of October, 2009, at 9:30 a.m., local time, at 350 Front Street, Room 234, Hempstead, in the Town of Hempstead, Nassau County, New York in connection with the following matters:

Local 1500 Building, Inc., a New York business corporation, on behalf of itself and/or the principals of Local 1500 Building, Inc. and/or an entity formed or to be formed on behalf of any of the foregoing (collectively, the “Company”) and United Food and Commercial Workers Union, Local 1500, an unincorporated association under Section 501(c)(5) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”), on behalf of itself and/or the principals of United Food and Commercial Workers Union, Local 1500 and/or an entity formed or to be formed on behalf of any of the foregoing (collectively, the “Sublessee”), have requested that the Agency assist in the acquisition of an approximately 1.96 acre parcel of land located at 425 Merrick Avenue, Village of Westbury, Town of Hempstead, Nassau County, New York, and the construction and equipping thereon of an approximately 30,000 square foot two-story building including approximately 10,000 square foot as a basement to the building, to be leased by the Agency to the Company, and to be subleased by the Company to the Sublessee for use as the executive offices and support staff of the Sublessee, together with related pension and welfare employee benefit funds, providing representational services and employee benefits for its approximately 22,000 members employed by major supermarkets on Long Island, New York City and upstate New York counties (the “Facility”).  The Facility will be initially owned, operated and/or managed by the Company and subleased to the Sublessee.

At the end of the lease term, the Company will purchase the Facility from the Agency.  The Agency contemplates that it will provide financial assistance to the Company and the Sublessee in the form of exemptions from mortgage recording taxes in connection with the financing or any subsequent refinancing of the Facility, exemptions from sales and use taxes and abatement of real property taxes, consistent with the policies of the Agency.

A representative of the Agency will, at the above-stated time and place, hear and accept written comments from all persons with views in favor of or opposed to either the proposed financial assistance to the Company and the Sublessee or the location or nature of the Facility.  At the hearing, all persons will have the opportunity to review the application for financial assistance filed by the Company and the Sublessee with the Agency and an analysis of the costs and benefits of the proposed Facility.
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
