After the meeting had been duly called to order, the Chairman announced that among the purposes of the meeting was to consider a modification and extension of PILOT benefits and financial assistance in connection with a certain industrial development facility more particularly described below (Main Street Hempstead Apartments, LLC 2021 Facility) and the continued leasing of the facility.

RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN OF HEMPSTEAD INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT AGENCY TAKING OFFICIAL ACTION TOWARD THE MODIFICATION AND EXTENSION OF THE PILOT BENEFITS AND FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE OF A CERTAIN INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT FACILITY FOR DOVER FREEPORT LLC AND DOVER GOURMET CORP. AND MAKING CERTAIN FINDINGS AND DETERMINATIONS WITH RESPECT TO THE FACILITY
WHEREAS, by Title 1 of Article 18-A of the General Municipal Law of the State of New York, as amended, and Chapter 529 of the Laws of 1971 of the State of New York, as the same may be amended from time to time (collectively, the “Act”), the Town of Hempstead Industrial Development Agency (the “Agency”), was created with the authority and power among other things, to assist with certain industrial development projects as authorized by the Act; and
WHEREAS, the Agency previously provided its assistance to Main Street Hempstead Apartments, LLC, a Delaware limited liability company (the “Company”) in the acquisition of an approximately 1.68-acre parcel of land, located at 257 Main Street, Village of Hempstead, New York 11550, as more particularly described in Exhibit A attached hereto (the “Land”), the demolition of an existing approximately 1,000 square foot building located thereon, the construction of an approximately 151,584 square foot, five-story, rental apartment building thereon, consisting of approximately 173 rentals units, (the proposed 173 apartments will include 39 studio units, 106 one-bedroom units and 28 two-bedroom units), in addition there will be approximately 1,455 square feet of leasing office space, approximately 4,816 square feet of amenity space, and approximately 2,258 square feet of ground retail space, an outdoor swimming pool, terrace and landscaping and an outdoor paved parking lot and the construction of an approximately 73,200 square foot 167-car parking garage, approximately (total square footage of 5-story building and parking garage is approximately 220,470 square feet) (the “Original Improvements”), and the acquisition and installation therein of certain equipment and personal property, as more particularly described in Exhibit B attached hereto (the “Original Equipment”; and together with the Land and the Original Improvements, the “Original Facility”), which Original Facility is leased and subleased by the Agency to the Company and was to be used by the Company as (a) a mixed use rental apartment complex with a mix of 39 studio, 106 one-bedroom, and 28 two-bedroom units, of which ten percent (10%) of the residential units will be set aside for Attainable Housing as required by § 139-212 of the Zoning Code of the Village of Hempstead, and (b) ground floor retail space (the “Original Project”); and
WHEREAS, the Company leased the Land and the Original Improvements to the Agency pursuant to the terms of a certain Company Lease Agreement, dated as of December 1, 2021 (the “Original Company Lease”), by and between the Company and the Agency; and
WHEREAS, the Agency leased the Original Facility to the Company pursuant to a certain Lease Agreement, dated as of December 1, 2021 (the “Original Lease Agreement”), by and between the Agency and the Company; and
WHEREAS, the Company has submitted a request to the Agency for financial assistance and a modification and extension of the abatement of real property taxes on the Original Facility for a term of up to twenty-five (25) years (the “PILOT Extension”), in connection with the construction and equipping of an approximately 331,584 square foot building, together with the acquisition and installation of furniture, fixtures and equipment (the “2025 Improvements” (and together with the Original Improvements, the “Improvements”), and the “2025 Equipment” (and together with the Original Equipment, the “Equipment”); and together with the Land, the “2025 Facility”, and the 2025 Facility together with the Original Facility, the “Facility”), all to be leased by the Agency to the Company and used by the Company as a mixed-use development consisting of approximately two hundred forty-six (246) residential rental units in total (approximately eighty (80) two-bedroom units, one hundred forty-one (141) one-bedroom units, and twenty-five (25) studio units), with ten percent (10%) of the units (i.e., 25 units) being set aside as “Attainable Housing” as required by §139-212 of the Zoning Code of the Village of Hempstead, approximately 8,600 square feet of ground floor retail space, and an approximately 104,468 square foot parking garage (the “2025 Project”, and together with the Original Project, the “Project”); and
WHEREAS, the Agency will amend, restate, and extend its leasehold interest in the Facility pursuant to the Act; and
WHEREAS, the Agency contemplates that it will provide financial assistance to the Company in connection with the Facility, in the form of the extension and amendment of current abatements of real property taxes, exemptions from sales and use taxes consistent with the policies of the Agency, and mortgage recording tax exemptions, all to be more particularly described in a Final Authorizing Resolution to be adopted by the Agency prior to the closing of the transactions described herein; and
WHEREAS, as of the date of this resolution, no determination for financial assistance has been made; and
WHEREAS, the Act authorizes and empowers the Agency to promote, develop, encourage and assist projects such as the Facility and to advance the job opportunities, health, general prosperity and economic welfare of the people of the State of New York; and
WHEREAS, prior to the date of the Hearing (defined below), the Agency will have prepared a new PILOT schedule with respect to the proposed financial assistance; and
WHEREAS, prior to the closing of the transaction described herein, a public hearing (the “Hearing”) will be held so that all persons with views in favor of or opposed to either the financial assistance contemplated by the Agency or the location or nature of the Facility can be heard; and
WHEREAS, notice of the Hearing will be given prior to the closing of the transaction described herein, and such notice (together with proof of publication) will be substantially in the form annexed hereto as Exhibit A; and
WHEREAS, the minutes of the Hearing are or will be annexed hereto as Exhibit B; and
WHEREAS, the Agency has given due consideration to the application of the Company and to representations by the Company that the proposed financial assistance is either an inducement to the Company to maintain the Facility in the Town of Hempstead or is necessary to maintain the competitive position of the Company in their industry; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to Article 8 of the Environmental Conservation Law and the regulations adopted pursuant thereto by the Department of Environmental Conservation of the State of New York (collectively, the “SEQR Act” or “SEQR”), the Agency constitutes a “State Agency”; and
WHEREAS, to aid the Agency in determining whether the Facility may have a significant effect upon the environment, the Company has prepared and submitted to the Agency an Environmental Assessment Form and related documents (the “Questionnaire”) with respect to the Facility, a copy of which is on file at the office of the Agency; and
WHEREAS, the Questionnaire has been reviewed by the Agency; and
WHEREAS, the Company has agreed to indemnify the Agency against certain losses, claims, expenses, damages and liabilities that may arise in connection with the transaction contemplated by the leasing and amendment and modification of the leasehold interest in the Facility; and 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Town of Hempstead Industrial Development Agency (a majority of the members thereof affirmatively concurring) that:
Section 1.
The Agency hereby finds and determines:
(a) By virtue of the Act, the Agency has been vested with all powers necessary and convenient to carry out and effectuate the purposes and provisions of the Act and to exercise all powers granted to it under the Act.
(b) The Facility continues to constitute a “project”, as such term is defined in the Act.
(c) Based upon representations of the Company, and its counsel, the Facility and continues to conform with the local zoning laws and planning regulations of the Town of Hempstead and all regional and local land use plans for the area in which the Facility is located.
Section 2.
Based upon the Environmental Assessment Form completed by the Company and reviewed by the Agency and other representations and information furnished by the Company regarding the Facility, the Agency determines that the action relating to the construction, equipping, and operation of the Facility is an “Unlisted” Action, as that term is defined in the SEQR Act.  The Agency also determines that the action will not have a “significant effect” on the environment, and, therefore, an environmental impact statement will not be prepared.  This determination constitutes a negative declaration for purposes of SEQR.  Notice of this determination shall be filed to the extent required by the applicable regulations under SEQR or as may be deemed advisable by the Chairman or Chief Executive Officer of the Agency or counsel to the Agency.
Section 3.
The continued leasing of the Facility by the Agency to the Company, and the provision of financial assistance pursuant to the Act will promote job opportunities, health, general prosperity and the economic welfare of the inhabitants of the Town of Hempstead and the people of the State of New York and improve their standard of living, and thereby serve the public purposes of the Act, and the same is, therefore, approved.
Section 4.
The Company is hereby notified that they will be required to comply with Section 875 of the Act.  The Company shall be required to agree to the terms of Section 875 pursuant to the Lease Agreement, by and between the Company and the Agency.  The Company is further notified that the tax exemptions and abatements provided pursuant to the Act are subject to termination and recapture of benefits pursuant to Sections 859-a and 875 of the Act and the recapture provisions of the Lease Agreement.
Section 5.
Counsel to the Agency is authorized and directed to work with Transaction Counsel (Nixon Peabody LLP) to prepare, for submission to the Agency, all documents necessary to affect the transfer of the real estate and/or the transactions described in the foregoing resolution.
Section 6.
The Chairman, the Chief Executive Officer, the Deputy Executive Director and Chief Financial Officer and all members of the Agency are hereby authorized and directed (i) to distribute copies of this resolution to the Company, and (ii) to do such further things or perform such acts as may be necessary or convenient to implement the provisions of this resolution.
Section 7.
Any expenses incurred by the Agency and Transaction Counsel with respect to the Facility shall be paid by the Company.  By acceptance hereof, the Company agrees to pay such expenses and further agree to indemnify the Agency, its members, directors, employees and agents and hold the Agency and such persons harmless against claims for losses, damage or injury or any expenses or damages incurred as a result of action taken by or on behalf of the Agency in good faith with respect to the Facility.
Section 8.
The Agency may publish a notice of a Public Hearing and conduct a public hearing with respect to the location and nature of the Project and the economic benefits, if any, to be granted by the Agency to the Company, in accordance with the provisions of Section 859-a of the Act.
Section 9.
This resolution shall take effect immediately.

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that a public hearing pursuant to Title 1 of Article 18-A of the New York State General Municipal Law will be held by the Town of Hempstead Industrial Development Agency (the “Agency”) on the ___ day of ____________, 2025, at ______ a.m., local time, at 350 Front Street 2nd Floor, Hempstead, New York, in connection with the following matters:

The Company has submitted a request to the Agency for financial assistance and a modification and extension of the abatement of real property taxes on the Original Facility for a term of up to twenty-five (25) years (the “PILOT Extension”), in connection with the construction and equipping of an approximately 331,584 square foot building, together with the acquisition and installation of furniture, fixtures and equipment (the “2025 Improvements” (and together with the Original Improvements, the “Improvements”), and the “2025 Equipment” (and together with the Original Equipment, the “Equipment”); and together with the Land, the “2025 Facility”, and the 2025 Facility together with the Original Facility, the “Facility”), all to be leased by the Agency to the Company and used by the Company as a mixed-use development consisting of approximately two hundred forty-six (246) residential rental units in total (approximately eighty (80) two-bedroom units, one hundred forty-one (141) one-bedroom units, and twenty-five (25) studio units), with ten percent (10%) of the units (i.e., 25 units) being set aside as “Attainable Housing” as required by §139-212 of the Zoning Code of the Village of Hempstead, approximately 8,600 square feet of ground floor retail space, and an approximately 104,468 square foot parking garage (the “2025 Project”, and together with the Original Project, the “Project”).  The Facility will continue to be owned, operated and/or managed by the Company.
The Agency has previously acquired a leasehold interest in the Original Facility, and will continue to lease the Facility to the Company.  The Agency contemplates that it will continue to provide financial assistance to the Company in the form of exemptions from sales and use taxes, exemptions from mortgage recording taxes, and the modification and extension of current abatements of real property taxes, consistent with the policies of the Agency.
A representative of the Agency will, at the above-stated time and place, hear and accept written comments from all persons with views in favor of or opposed to either the proposed grant of financial assistance to the Company by the Agency or the location or nature of the Facility.  Prior to the hearing, all persons will have the opportunity to review on the Agency’s website (https://tohida.org/) the application for financial assistance filed by the Company with the Agency and an analysis of the costs and benefits of the construction and on-going operation of the proposed Facility.
